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LATEST UPDATE - FEBRUARY 18, 2022

In an effort to keep our community partners connected, we are providing you with regular COVID-19
updates.

Pandemic restrictions in B.C. eased
The province has announced the easing of COVID-19 restrictions, while maintaining key
protective measures to support the health and safety of all British Columbians.

While keeping the BC Vaccine Card, indoor masking requirements and COVID-19 safety plans in
place, Provincial Health Office, Dr. Bonnie Henry, lifted restrictions on personal gatherings,
organized gatherings and events, nightclubs, bars and restaurants, exercise and fitness, and
adult sports tournaments. Capacity limits will return to normal.

With more than 90 per cent of eligible B.C. residents vaccinated with their second dose, British
Columbia will transition to a sustainable COVID-19 management plan focusing on vaccination,
self-monitoring and specific actions to protect those most at risk. The decision to ease
restrictions is based on a careful review of data by the provincial health officer and the BC
Centre for Disease Control.

Based on hospitalization and critical care rates over the coming days and weeks, the provincial
health officer will review the remaining protective measures by March 15, and again by April
12.

Vancouver Convention Centre vaccination clinic winds down

Thanks to the efficient delivery of B.C.’s booster campaign, many thousands of residents in
the VCH region received COVID-19 vaccine at the immunization clinic at the Vancouver
Convention Centre over the past month, and with lessening demand, the clinic will wind down
operations after this Sunday, Feb. 20.

The downtown clinic first opened in March 2021, and during the five months of its initial
operations, delivered more than 418,000 vaccinations. Since re-opening in January 2022 to
support the province's COVID-19 booster campaign, the clinic has delivered more than 5,000
immunizations a day, for an estimated total of more than 600,000 vaccinations administered
since the start of the COVID-19 vaccination campaign. We wish to thank our clinic staff for their
hard work and dedication, as well as our partners, including BC Pavilion Corporation (PavCo),
the Vancouver Convention Centre and Ceres Terminals Canada.

VCH continues to regularly monitor vaccination clinic operations, resources and demand, and to
adjust our approach based on community needs. Resources from this clinic will be redirected to
other healthcare services, including targeted outreach efforts in specific communities and to
support other vaccination clinics. Learn more.

COVID-19 vaccination resources for parents and guardians of children age 5-11
On January 25, the National Advisory Committee on Immunization (NACI) strengthened their
recommendations on the use of COVID-19 vaccines in children five to 11 years of age. NACI now
recommends that a complete series of Pfizer-BioNTech Comirnaty vaccine should be offered to
children in this age group who do not have contraindications to the vaccine, with a dosing
interval of at least eight weeks between the first and second dose.

VCH has developed a poster and brochure with the goal of providing additional information and
resources to parents and guardians of children ages 5 to 11 regarding COVID-19 vaccination.

VCH vaccination clinics

All VCH clinics are accepting drop-ins for first and second doses, but appointments are required
for children aged five to 11 years old, and for booster or third doses. All are welcome at our
clinics, including those without personal health numbers and people who are not residents of
B.C. To book a vaccine appointment, register on the provincial system or call 1-833-838-2323.
Service BC locations can also help you register for a vaccine.

COVID-19 vaccine update

As of Thursday, Feb. 17, 2022, 90.5% (4,508,740) of eligible people five and older in B.C. have
received their first dose of COVID-19 vaccine and 85.5% (4,261,431) have received their second
dose.

In addition, 93.1% (4,317,588) of eligible people 12 and older in B.C. have received their first
dose of COVID-19 vaccine, 90.5% (4,196,797) received their second dose and 53.6% (2,482,432)
have received a third dose.

Also, 93.5% (4,043,977) of all eligible adults in B.C. have received their first dose, 91.0%
(3,935,434) received their second dose and 56.0% (2,421,361) have received a third dose.

Ministry of Health update

In the Thursday, Feb. 17, 2022, statement on B.C.”s COVID-19 response, 744 COVID-positive
individuals are in hospital and 120 are in intensive care. In the last 24 hours, five new deaths
have been reported, for an overall total of 2,781.

782 new cases were reported with 132 of those in the Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH) area.

The total number of people who have tested positive for COVID-19 in B.C. now stands at
343,064 since the start of the pandemic.

Vancouver Coastal Health (VCH) aligns its clinical processes and practices across our testing

sites with provincial testing guidelines, which prioritize testing for those at higher risk of serious

iliness and those who live or work in high-risk settings. Testing criteria is available on the BCCDC
website.

Before attending a VCH testing site, please ensure you are eligible for testing. If you are not
eligible, please review guidance on self-monitoring and self-isolation.

Please note that VCH public testing sites do not provide testing for travel and recreational
purposes. VCH testing sites will not test individuals who require proof of a negative test to
return to work, school or recreational activities. A list of private pay clinics that accommodate
testing services for these purposes is also available on the BCCDC website.

Know where to go for the right care this winter
